What is the purpose of this update?

This document tells you how the Lifetime Cash Fund (Fund) has performed and what fees were charged. The document will
help you to compare the Fund with other funds. Lifetime Asset Management Limited (Lifetime) prepared this update in
accordance with the Financial Markets Conduct Act 2013. This information is not audited and may be updated.

Description of this fund

The Lifetime Cash Fund seeks to track the S&P/NZX Bank Bills 90-Day Index (before annual fund charge and tax). The Fund
invests primarily in New Zealand cash or other short-term investments such as term deposits and is expected to experience
low volatility.
